He was in
character (see attached photo) and after
standing outside for 1 hour and 20
minutes, he had collected $102 from
those coming in for the service. We
have a complete video and script
available to anyone who might want to do this on Christmas Eve next year. It's free as long as
you don’t sell it to anyone else. We had 8 people give their lives to Jesus Christ that night. We
are rejoicing and praying for those to be disciple and touched.

The sad thing was the response of some of the “Christians” that night. The church was so full we
were setting up chairs everywhere and | had several Christians inform me that there was “a bum
out in front.” My reply was yes and | might take him something warm to drink. (We serve a hot
cider after the service to everyone) “You need to get him out of here now!!” | told that brother
that | would handle it. Boy did he crawl under the pew when he was told later by “Larry” (the
bum) that Larry was Jesus to those folks. You weren’t being Jesus to me, but Jesus told us that
when you do a kind act to the least of these My brethren, you do it unto ME!. What a message
for the lost and saved. God blessed and we would love to share this with anyone who might want

Corban becomes a university

Corban College and Graduate School will officially change its name to Corban University on May
1, 2010. The change reflects the restructuring work at Corban which has been taking place since
2008.

Currently, Corban has three graduate programs, all growing at a faster pace than originally
projected. The business administration graduate program, launched two years ago, as well as the
education graduate programs, established five-and-a-half years ago, continually show robust
enrollment. The strong start of the graduate counseling program in fall 2009 has also contributed
to the sooner-than-anticipated change to university status.

In preparing for its university name,
Corban has introduced a new marketing
logo. The new image is comprised of a
backdrop in the shape of a shield and
represents three concepts: The firstis a
cross; the second, a path which
represents the journey, both as an
institution and as individual Christians.
The third concept is formed by the upper
and lower portions of the shield, divided
by the path, which create a stylized “C”
and “U.”

The corporate seal will also transition, with the word “University” in place of “College & Graduate
School.” The word “established” has also been replaced with the word “founded.” This serves to
emphasize not only the founding corporation but also Corban’s specific, historical mission to
educate Christian students for life and service.
