choose ministry location 
We wanted to again thank you for faithfully praying for 
wisdom for us in many things, but especially as it 
relates to our ministry here in Brasil after language 
school.  We have decided that we will team up with 
Randy and Cindy Richner, and Erin Warwo at a 
church in Sao Leopoldo, a city about 40 minutes from 
Porto Alegre.  The church is about 4 years old and 
has a good group of believers who are growing in their 
faith.  There is much potential for ministry at the 
church and in the surrounding community, Feitoria 

(Fay-tor-ee-a), which is a very poor area.  The church building is multipurpose and has 2 small 
sized basketball courts inside.  The church also has the only AWANA (OENSE) program in the 
state of Rio Grande Do Sul (the southern most state of Brasil where we live).  
We believe this will be a great opportunity for learning about cross cultural ministry and a great 
opportunity to make great Brasilian friends, as well as improve in our language skills.  The exact 
role of our family in this ministry still has to be defined, but we are excited that progress on a 
decision has been made.

Tuesday [today] the blood was 
not up high enough, so they gave him 2 more units of blood plus platelets.  They will do the 
surgery at 3:15 pm today [Tuesday 7th]. They will try to do it by laparoscopy, but if there is too 
much scar tissue from his earlier Chemotherapy than they will have to open him up the old 
fashion way.” 
[Later Tuesday] “Praise the Lord Butch was able to have his gall bladder removed by 
Laparoscopic surgery. Everything went well. He will be in the hospital for a couple of days if 
everything goes normal.  Thanks for praying.  WOW that poor guy sure has his share of health 
problems.”
