Baptists hope 400th anniversary will inspire

vision for movement's future
Nearly 2,000 Baptists are expected to gather for 400th

anniversary of the birth of the Baptist movement in 20009.

Preparations are already underway for celebrations in 2009 to mark 400 years of the world
Baptist movement, which organizers are stressing will not only look at the achievements of the
past, but also set out the vision that will ensure the movement’s successful stride into the future.

Four hundred years have passed since the movement’s founding fathers — refugees from
England — gathered in the backroom of an Amsterdam bakery in 1609 to read the Bible together.
That small gathering became the first Baptist-minded congregation and the European Baptist
Federation (EBF) anticipates that 1,700 Baptists from across Europe alone will turn out from 24 to
26 July 2009 to celebrate the occasion, slated “Amsterdam 400”.

With an expected cost of 300,000 euros, the EBF is urging all 52 member unions to participate in
a large-scale fundraising drive that will allow Baptists from less wealthy countries to attend....

There are more than 100 million Baptists worldwide, around 800,000 of which are in Europe and
the Middle East, making them the world’s largest Protestant denomination. The Dutch Union has
some 11,500 members worshipping in 85 congregations.

He was born to Earl and Mildred Roach in Allenton, Michigan on July 19,1921. He was the
youngest of six children. Cliff married Clara Montgomery on August 3, 1940. CIiff attended
Detroit Bible College and graduated in 1950. He headed out West to preach the Word of God
and founded Churches in California, Washington, Nevada, and Colorado. He founded the First
Baptist Church of Redmond, Washington in 1957. His last ministry was at First Baptist Church,
Madera which ended in 2001. He continued to preach where needed until God called him home.
He is survived by his wife of 67 years, Clara, his daughters Gloria Mar, Sandy Kayser, Kayleen
Bucey, all of Visalia and Karen Guye of Rocklin,California, nine grandchildren and eight great
grandchildren. Dr. David Nicholas, president of Shasta Bible College and Graduate School
officiated and Dr. David Wilcox, retired CARBC Representative participated. Services were held
on February 15 at Faith Baptist Church in Visalia (one of the many churches Cliff started).
