Arturo (Art) Azurdia III joined the faculty of Western Seminary in 
January 2006. He directs the pastoral mentoring program and 
teaches selected preaching courses for both masters and 
doctoral students. 
“As preachers, we are altogether dependent on the illumination 
and empowerment of the sovereign Spirit if the Bible is to be transformational in the lives of 
people,” says Azurdia. 
Along with this he says, “My burden will be to convince students that preaching is not distinctly 
Christian until we help our people see how each text inevitably leads to Jesus Christ… A good 
preacher, a thoroughly Christian preacher, need not always be evangelistic, but he must always 
be evangelical.” He further says, “While we must labor to be contemporary, we must never empty 
the cross of its foolishness; because in the end, when we empty the cross of its foolishness, we 
empty the cross of its power.”
