Seeing marriages struggle in these tough economic times, Pastor Barry Bandara developed a 
four part sermon series discussing ways to “fireproof” marriage. Church event organizer, Lindsey 
Manchester, set up a date night to show the popular movie by the same name. Included was a 40 
day “love dare” which challenged couples to do a loving act above the ordinary for their spouse 
daily. At the end of the 40 days, Manchester set up two vow renewal ceremonies for couples to 
“say ’I do’ all over again.”  On March 22, 20 couples renewed their vows in each of the 
ceremonies complete with families in attendance, wedding attire, a decorated church and 
reception with flowers and a wedding cake donated by a local bakery.
